MN Gopher Chapter AAHAM  - Scholarship Award Policy
To run for the Scholarship involves being active in your local AAHAM Chapter & meeting the following Eligibility guidelines:
♦ Local Gopher Chapter member must be a member for 1 year before running for scholarship.

♦ If not a National member, the member will be responsible to pay national dues if wins.

♦ The President & Chair of the Board are ineligible.

♦ The recipient of the scholarship award is ineligible for the next 3 years.

♦ The scholarship year runs from the day after the summer meeting the current year until after the summer meeting the following year.

♦ Points must to be turned in 30 days prior to the summer meeting except those for the summer meeting & attending all meetings in the year.
How to earn points is outlined on the following page which is also the form for submitting points.  Following is what is included in the Scholarship award and the stipulations.

♦
Airfare – Individual is requested to select the most cost effective route/program available.  First Class airfare will not be reimbursed.  Individual will be reimbursed for reasonable transportation costs.
♦
Hotel room – Lodging will be reimbursed at the standard single room rate. Covered nights will normally include from the night before an event until the final night of the event. Occasionally, it may be cost effective to stay an extra night to secure more favorable air fares. In those cases, the extra night is also covered with supporting documentation.
♦
A $50 per diem that can be used for meals, room service, laundry, or other expenses that are not separately reimbursable.
♦
Registration – ANI registration (if not a National Member would be expected to pay the difference/upgrade to National).
♦
Transportation – Transportation from the airport to the hotel and back either by Metro, van or taxi is reimbursable unless the hotel provides free shuttle service. (Supporting documentation is requested)
♦
If the person who wins the scholarship is unable to use it for any reason, it will be awarded to the person with the next highest number of points.

♦
If only part of the scholarship needs to be redistributed (e.g. registration) this will also be awarded to the person with the next highest points.
♦
If no one else is eligible, the scholarship will go back to the chapter.

♦
If ANI is cancelled, Chapter will award scholarship to the winner to be used at the next ANI.

**Receipts and proper reimbursement forms must accompany all requests. The appropriate parties must approve all reimbursement.

Member get a Member Contest

The member that recruits the most members for the organization is awarded a free ANI registration.  Points are awarded as follows:


.25 – For each Local Member recruited



   1 - For each National Member or Corporate Sponsor recruited 

♦
If the person receiving the ANI registration for recruiting local members, National members, or Corporate Sponsors will not use the free registration for any reason, it will be awarded to the person with the next highest recruitments.  
♦
If there is a ‘tie’ there will be a drawing from those eligible.
♦
If there is no one else eligible, the free ANI registration will be given back to the winner to distribute to a member of their choice.
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
